NOTE: Top cable entry is not supported when the IP32 kit is installed.

1. Remove the upper and lower rear cover from the I/O cabinet.

2. Install the upper and lower rear cover from the IP32 kit on the 1/O cabinet and
fasten with screws.

3. Install the rear cover from the IP32 kit on the power cabinet on top of the rear
covers already present and fasten with screws.

4. Install the four corner brackets on the roof of the UPS. The left to right distance
between the brackets must equal 978 mm. You can use the rear frame part to
measure the distance between the corner brackets. When the rear part is
placed flat, the two corner brackets will fit into the two small measurement cuts.

5. Mount the right and left frame parts to the rear frame part and fasten with
screws.

6. Install the frame assembly on the top of the UPS. Tabs on the corner brackets
will fit into the holes on the right and left frame parts. Mount the frame assembly

on the four corner brackets with screws.

7. Install the two extension pieces on the two front corner brackets in an upright
position.
NOTE: Installing the extension pieces will create easier access to the rear

brackets when installing the top plate in systems with front access only. Save
the extension pieces for later use when enhanced service access to the top of

the cabinet may be needed.

8. Rest the top plate on the two extension pieces and the two rear corner brackets
and fasten the top plate to the rear corner brackets with screws.
